The first word is an adverb expressing the notion of "willingly” 
(from the heart, volitionally) and “deliberately” 
(with full comprehension that we are doing that which is contrary to the will of God, 
a defiance of a heart which is somehow bent on opposing God).
The adverb is used to qualify the participle verb-form: 
in the present tense, active voice, masculine gender, plural, genitive case. 

The surprise here is the use of the genitive case. 
It translates like this- "we of the ones who are committing sin," 
then the qualification- “deliberately.”
But who of His enemies (ones at enmity with Him) to whom the author is referring, 
are those who reject, denounce, not trust in Christ as Savior? 

Since the writer’s audience is believers, 
then some may have been denying the veracity of Jesus 
as the true and only acceptable sacrifice provided by God 
for the remission of or sins.
First of all, this is one of those sentences which the writer turned around for emphasis.

It is not a conditional sentence, per se, as it is presented under the King's authorization. 
KJV Hebrews 10:26 For if we sin willfully 

NKJ Hebrews 10:26 For if we sin willfully 

Even A. T. Robertson only gives this clause in verse 26 a brief comment, 
saying that it is the genitive absolute in the sense of a condition. 

The genitive absolute is used where the idea implied by the rest of a sentence needs some specific definition in order to make complete sense. 
The genitive absolute is never actually grammatically connected with the rest of the sentence, but is placed there for the sentence to make sense.

It conveys a more powerful message than that of a conditional sentence.
The main verb which constitutes the "core" of this sentence part is: 

subject: “a sin sacrifice,” an act of offering a sin sacrifice


verb: avpolei,petai indicative present passive 3rd person singular,

from avpolei,pw leave behind; abandon, desert; 
pass. remain (impers. it remains or it is certain He 4.6)  

“it does remain,”

adverb:  “no longer”
“a sin sacrifice is no longer remaining”

It is a statement which declares the total incompatibility of the two notions of 
(1) being at enmity with God, willfully, defiantly, sinning and 
(2) there remaining a sacrifice for sins for that one. 

Since Jesus is the sacrifice for our sins, 
the absence of such a sacrifice is equated with the Person of Jesus. 
So that willful sinning is tantamount to renouncing the one and only sacrifice for sin,
rejecting the One who can and does remove sin. 

We might interpret the meaning this way-
"No longer is there left behind this sacrifice, 
the Christ who is effectively renounced by those of us 
who experientially know the truth fully well, yet willfully sin.”

Put into a conditional form; 
“If we reject Christ by willfully sinning, 
we no longer have the means of forgiveness for our sins.”
 
In other words, 
God has not made any other provision for the forgiveness of sins 
apart from the full acceptance of Christ as the sacrifice for sin in our behalf. 

Willful sinning, even for the believer is tantamount to rejection of the only acceptable Sacrifice (Christ) for our sins. 

The concept of willful, intentional sinning without a sacrifice is an OT teaching 
also reflected in Judaism (Numbers 15.31).

KJV Numbers 15:31 Because he hath despised the word of the LORD, 
and hath broken his commandment, that soul shall utterly be cut off; 
his iniquity shall be upon him.

LXE Numbers 15:31 for he has set at nought the word of the Lord 
and broken his commands: 
that soul shall be utterly destroyed, his sin is upon him.

NKJ Numbers 15:31 'Because he has despised the word of the LORD, 
and has broken His commandment, 
that person shall be completely cut off; his guilt shall be upon him.' "

YLT Numbers 15:31 because the word of Jehovah he despised, 
and His command hath broken -- 
that person is certainly cut off; his iniquity is on him.'

The rest of the clauses in our pericope fill in the information which tells of what does remain for those who willfully, intentionally deny, oppose, renounce, reject, Christ as the Sacrifice for our sins-
“27 but a certain fearful looking for of judgment, 
and fiery zeal, 
about to devour the opposers;” 

“fearful looking”
foberoj fearful

ekdoch expectation

“fiery zeal” zeal of fire, a fierceness of fire, a picture of destined doom
“opposers” ones who oppose, adversaries, those directly opposite
u`penanti,ouj substantive adjective, accusative masculine plural

composed of u`po under  +  en  in, within, on, among   + anti over against
Here is a comparison from the OT:


“ 28 any one who did set at nought (to place aside, to reject) a law of Moses, 
apart from (without) mercies (compassionate mercy, heartfelt mercy), by two or three witnesses, doth die,”  
This was the law for apostates from Deut 17.6.

It is an argument from the less to the greater, a common rabbinical argument,
an appeal to their own sense of justice about apostates from Christ.

29 “of how much sorer (worse) punishment shall he be counted (to suppose) 
worthy (to be worthy of punishment) who the Son of God did trample on (to trample, to stomp upon, indicating to treat with the utmost contempt), 
and the blood of the covenant did count a common thing (common, profane, indicating the opposite of “holy”), 
in which he was sanctified (to set apart for divine use), 
and to the Spirit of the grace did despite (to arrogantly insult the Holy Spirit after receiving His blessings)?”
  
30 ”for we have known Him who is saying, 
'Vengeance is Mine, I will recompense (pay back with the same thing), saith the Lord;' 
and again, 'The Lord shall judge His people;'” 
– 31 “fearful is the falling into the hands of a living (lively active) God.” 

We are not dealing with a dead or an absentee God, nor a lifeless idol, but One who is alive and alert.
 

It is an unspeakable tragedy that should warn every follower of Christ 
not to play with treachery to Christ.

Robertson says- “Think of one who thus despises the blood of Christ wherewith he was sanctified. And yet there are a few today who sneer at the blood of Christ and the gospel based on His atoning sacrifice as “a slaughter house religion”!
